SIGNING UP

SIGNING UP ONLINE

card and your email address on file with the SDFWA (the one you used on your membership application). You will be
asked for these items on the log-in page. If your member number and email matches our data base, you will be taken
to a log-in page where you will create an ID and password for the web site. (This log-in ID and password will enable
you to not only sign up for DIW volunteer shifts but will also enable you to access our new member's only section on
our web site.). After you have logged-in, you will be taken to a volunteer sign up page where you and/or your spouse
can reserve volunteer shifts in the shop or gallery.

Signups will start at the March 31% General meeting. Following that meeting, you can sign up online at SDFWA.org.

If the computer method or meeting sign ups are not possible for you, please call Eric Lunde at 858-487-7644
and leave your name, phone number and dates and times you desire and Eric will enable this for you depending on
availability of the dates and times. If the times are already taken, Eric will call you back with alternatives.
